	Existing Control Measures

	1a. Use of concentrated acetic acid is unnecessary. Replace by vinegar.

	2. Dyes should be used with care.  Potassium dichromate dust presents a risk that must be controlled, WEL 0.15 mg/m3 (15 min ref period).
· Always handle solid dyes with care. Wear eye protection and protective gloves (preferably nitrile) when using dyes, fixers or bleaches that are toxic or irritant.
· Open containers of toxic materials and weigh out the solid in a laboratory fume cupboard; once covered with water the risk becomes minimal.
·  Do not allow chlorine-based bleaches (hypochlorites) to come into contact with acids, including vinegar.

	3,4,5 It is best if pupils handle dyes in solution rather than as solids.
